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Preface About This Guide

This guide provides an exp lanation of the OLR System Import/Export facility.

An overview of OLR Import/Export is provided, along with detailed descriptions of OLR
Import/Export commands.
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About This Guide

Intended Audience

This guide is intended for those who wish to use a text editor such as TSO/ISPF to maintain
the OLR/Server database in a batch mode. It is also written for those who wish to use a
Personal Computer or other word processing equipment to manage the contents of  OnLine
Reference, OnLine Help, and/or OnLine Notepad (the OLR System).

It is not necessary to have a technical background to use OLR Import/Export. However, if you
are not personally familiar with the procedures for submitting batch jobs at your site, y ou
should ask your technical staff for assistance in setting up the job control language (JCL) file
discussed later in this manual.

Use of Terms

The OLR System Import/Export facility (OLR Import/Export) captures and maintains text ual
documentation.

OLR Import/Export is operated by way of its own  command language . This language
permits you to submit English -like commands to the OLR Import/Export facility in order to
upload/alter (import) the contents of an OLR/Server database or  to download (export) all or
part of its contents into a text editor file.

The command language has a strict set of rules, called syntax , which must be followed in

order for OLR Import/Export to be able to understand your commands. The syntax is formal ly
described using a set of notation conventions that define the meaning of brackets, italics,
boldface and so forth. (The command language cannot be customized. OLR National

Language Support is currently not available in OLR Import/Export.)

For further definitions of key terms used in the OLR System, see the Glossary in Appendix A.

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OLR Import/Export Overview

General Objectives of OLR Import/Export

The OLR Import/Export facility allows you to move documentation between an OLR/Server
database and your mainframe text libraries. The data to be moved is manipulated by way of a
simple set of commands.

The commands in this example would create a new topic and load its text:

@ @add topic ‘My Topic' group 'public’

@ @add text 'My Topic'

This is a sample of the text that can be imported via OLR/Import
Export. To view it online, select the topic ‘My Topic' from the
Select Topic list in the OnLine Reference application and press the
‘read’ PF Key. Or use a Help Link to make it available at the touch
of a PF Key from your own application.

Note that this text is in upper/lower case. OLR Import/Export
retains unchang ed whatever is keyed in the text section of a command.

There is no limit to the number of lines of text a topic can have.
You can set your own page size and display breaks.
@@end

Several advantages can be gained by working through OLR Import/Export:

1. You can use any mainframe text editor with which you are familiar, such as ISPF, rather
than that provided within the OLR System.

2. If you have a micro -to-mainframe link available, you can use your favorite PC  -based word
processor to gain even greater speed and flexibility.

3.  Moving OnLine Reference, OnLine Help and/or OnLine Notepad data from one database
to another, such as migrating from a test database to production, can be done with little or
no involvement on the part of technical staff.

Files and their uses

FILE CONTENTS

COMMAND | This file contains the Import/Export commands. You can create this file using
a text editor or the OLR Import/Export macros for Word or WordPerfect.

COPY This file contains the results of any COPY or MIGRATE commands. Use this
file to move topics from o ne copy of OLR Server to another. This file can be
submitted as a COMMAND file to copy or migrate topics between OLR

Servers.
JCL This file contains the JCL used to submit the Import/Export job.
OLR This is the OLR Server database which is updated by the Import/Export
SERVER program.
PRINT This file contains the results of any PRINT commands processed in the run.

RECYCLE This file contains each command submitted in the COMMAND file along with
comments describing any errors encountered in the run. You can correct the
errors in this file and resubmit it as a COMMAND file.

REPORT This file contains status reports showing commands processed and results.

For more information about the OLR Import/Export job and the files it uses, see Appendix B
"The OLR Import/Export Job".
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Command Syntax Rules

General Rules
There are a few simple general rules regardingt he command syntax:

1. Each command must start in Column 1 with @@. Any line with an @@ in column 1 will be
considered a command.

2. Periods are not required. If periods are found, they will be ignored.

3. All data edits and rules enforced online in the OLR System are applicable in OLR
Import/Export as well.

Upper and Lower Case

The sample commands in the following chapters are shown in lower case. You may use upper
case if you wish, or a mixture of upper and lower. In situations where the entry must be upper
case, OLR Import/Export will change any lower case letters found to upper case prior to
storage or use. Topic titles and text enclosed within a text expression are loaded into the
OLR/Server databas e exactly as keyed.

You may use any case (upper or lower) when providing a topic title for the purpose of
identifying an existing topic (as in a Modify or Delete command). OLR Import/Export will not
take case into consideration when locating the topic in  the database.

Definition

Designates the start of a command. All commands must start in
column 1. Any line with @@ found in column 1 will be treated as a
command.

Uppercase words re present actual command and keyword values.
Keywords (and all other components of a command) must be
separated by at least one space. Quotes, if shown, are required.

Variable names for which you supply the values are shown in lower
case italics.

The following variable name endings have special meanings:

-a at the end of a variable name means that the item can be any
alpha -numeric string of characters, including spaces and special
characters, and is not enclosed in quotes.

-n at the end of a variable name means that the item must be
numeric, and must be enclosed in quotes.

-ga at the end of a variable name means that the item must appear
in quotes, such as 'fred123', and can be any alpha -numeric string of
characters, inclu ding spaces and special characters. If the value
itself contains a single quote, use double quotes on either end.

Variables for a date value should be numeric. The date must follow
the MM/DD/YY format, using a slash (/) as a month -day-year
separator, and must be enclosed in quotes.

Optional phrases are enclosed in [ ] brackets. Do not include the
brackets in the actual command.

Required phrases are enclosed in { } braces. This example shows a
required phras e within an optional phrase. Do not include the
braces in the actual command.

If a choice is presented, options are separated by a vertical bar.
Choose only one. The default value (underlined) is the one that
will be used when the optional phrase (in this case BOOK) is
omitted.

The ellipsis ( E ) indicates t hat the immediately -preceding enclosed
item can be repeated any number of times.






Chapter 2  The Command File

This chapter provides a description of several components of the Import/Export command file,
including:

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Signon Command

A siGNON command must precede all other executable statements in the Command Input file.
A signon establishes the OLR System as the subject of the commands which follow in the input

file.
Q@SIGNON OLR USER user-id-qa
@@SIGNON OLR Begins the Signon command.
USER user -id-ga Establishes the user ID. The maximum length for this value is 8

characters. It is required for any submission. The user ID you
provide should be the same ID you would use when signing onto
OLR.

The value you provide is used to check authorization for any
commands that will cause the OLR/Server database to be updated,
and to update the added -by/updated -by audit trail information
held in the OLR/Server database. Take care to provide your
assigned ID exactly.

Signon command example:

@ @signon olr user ‘fred'
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Set Command

A SET command allows you to specify certain processing options that will apply globally to the
commands that follow it. You can insert a SET command anywh ere between commands in the

Command Input File as needed to set processing options. If no SET command is found, the
defaults will apply.

@@SET

[REPLACE | NOREPLACE]

[CC | NOCC]

[LINECT {line -count -n | '55' }]
[DKP | NODKP]

[SHOW QUAL | HIDE QUAL]
[DEFAULTS]

@ @SET Begins the Set command.

[REPLACE | NOREPLACE Appliesto all ADD commands. When the NOREPLACE option
is in effect, an ADD command for an object that already exists in the database will fail.

The REPLACE option instructs OLR Import/E  xport to replace the object using the values
defined in the ADD command.

The effect of using an ADD command with the REPLACE option when an object already
exists in the database is very similar to that of using a MODIFY command. There is one
important di fference. Omitting an optional phrase with a MODIFY command will cause
the attribute the phrase affects to remain unchanged. Omitting an optional phrase with
an ADD command will cause the attribute to be set to its default value, even when
REPLACE has be en invoked.

[ CC | NOCC] Appliesto all PRINT commands. Print output generated when CC is in effect
will rely on Carriage Control characters to control line spacing and page breaks. Print
output generated when NOCC is in effect will not use Carriage Cont  rol characters.

[LINECT { line-count-n |' 55 Applies to all PRINT commands. This option allows
you to specify the number of lines per page for your printed output.

[DKP| NODKP Applies to all PRINT commands. The OLR System allows you to imbed
Display Breaks in text to control the way text is displayed online. When the DKP option is
in effect, Display Breaks will be treated as page breaks when the text is printed. With the
NODKP option, Display Breaks will not generate page breaks in the print outpu t.
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[ SHOWQUAL | HIDE QUAL] Applies to all PRINT commands. If the HIDE QUAL option is
in effect, topic qualifiers will not appear in the print output generated.

[DEFAULTS] Causes all SET options to be reset to their defaults.

Set command examples:
@ @set replace
@ @set cc linect '60'

@ @set defaults
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Comment Lines

The @@REM Statement

You can insert one or more @@REM lines anywhere in the Command Input File for the
purpose of including your remarks.  They will be passed to the Recycle File intact. No other
action will be taken. @@ REM must appear starting in column 1 of each line of the remark,
leaving the rest of the line for a free -form comment.

QQRREM text -line -a

Remark Statement examples:

@ @ren The following text was drafted by C. Kraft
@ @rem of the financial audit division. He'd like
@@rem to see the help text online when it is ready.
@@rem He will make his final changes online.

The @@ERR Statement

@@RR lines are in serted into the Recycle File by OLR Import/Export whenever a syntax error
or arun error is detected. If you choose to edit the Recycle File to correct the errors noted, it
is not necessary to remove these error lines before submitting the corrected file  as input. They
are ignored when re -submitted. As with the other @@ keywords, @ @ERR appears in column 1.

@RERR text-line-a

Error Statement examples:

@@mod 'Bulletin Board'
@@ERR 1X100 Skipping to next command. Syntax Errors:
@@ERR 1X101 Unknown or in  complete command :@ @MOD

The @@COM Statement

@@OM lines are inserted into the Recycle file by OLR Import/Export to communicate
warnings, advisories or confirmations. It is not necessary to remove these comment lines in
order t o use the Recycle file as the Command Input File in a subsequent execution of OLR
Import/Export. They are ignored when re -submitted. As with the other @@ keywords,
@@COM appears in column 1.

QQCOM text-line-a

Comment statement example:

@ @add topic '‘Bu lletin Board' group ‘public’
@@COM [1X003 Topic added successfully.
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Skip Command

The @@SKIP command allows you to tell OLR Import/Export that you wish it to skip
commands in the Command Input File.

For example, suppose you submitted a number of commands and the initial run turned up
errors. You might want to fix the errors in the Recycle File and re  -run the job using the
Recycle File as the Command Input File. Inserting an @ @SKIP command before each
command that worked the first time would allow you to bypass them without having to
physically delete them.

OLR Import/Export will bypass all commands following @ @ SKIP until it finds an @ @ENDSKIP
command, or until the end of the Command Input File is reached.

@@SKIP
QQ@ENDSKIP

Skip Statement example:

@ @mod topic '‘Bulletin Board'
group ‘finance'
@@skip
@ @add topic 'Sales Region Names' group 'public’
@ @endskip
@ @add text 'sales region names'
The sales region is determined by ....



Chapter 3  Import Commands

This chapter describes the commands that can be used to import objects to the OLR  /Server
database. It also describes the commands that can be used to modify objects in the
OLR/Server database.

Commands discussed include:

¥ commands to add and modify topics

¥ commands to add and modify text for topics and notes

¥ commands to add and modify outlines

¥ commands to add notes to a topic or transfer them from one topic to another
¥ commands to link keywords to topics or notes

¥ commands to add and modify help links

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Add T opic Command

This command is used to add a new topic to the OLR/Server database. To provide text for a
topic, see the GADD TEXT Command O

@QADD TOPIC topictitle-qa [qualifier-qa]
GROUP group-id-qa

[BOOK {'Y'|'N'}]

[OWNER RESTRICT {'Y'|'N'}]

[READ PROTECT {'Y'|'N'}]
[PRIVATE TEXT {'Y'|'N'}]

[ALIAS OF topictitle-ga [qualifier-qa] ]
[FORM {'Y'|'N'}]

@@ADDOPIC Begins the Add Topic command.

topic-title-qa Provide the title of the topic you want to add. It can be up to 50 characters
long. Type it exactly as you want to see it appear (upper case, lower case, or a
combination of the two).

[ qualifier-qa]  Gives you the ability to further qualify the title of a topic. There can be
more than one topic in the OLR System with the same title, but each QGitle/qualifier O
combination must be unique. A qualifier may be up to 10 characters long.

GROUPgroup-id-qa Use this value to specify which group the topic is to be added to. The
group must already exist in the OLR/Server database.

[BOOK {'Y' |' N} Use this optional phrase with the value OYO to make the topic a book.
The default is ONO. See Appendix A for a further definition of BOOK.

[OWNER RESTRICT {'Y'|' N} Setting Owner Restrict to OYO will prevent this topic from
being included as a subtopic under any topics outside its group. This phrase is optional.
The default is ONO.

[READ PROTECT {Y'|" N} This optional phrase specifies whether a user will require
specific authorization to read this topicOs text. This restriction is not cu  rrently enforced.

[PRIVATE TEXT {Y'|' N} This optional phrase specifies whether this topic can have
aliases. See Appendix A for a further definition of ALIAS.

[ALIAS OF topic-title-qa [ qualifier-qal] Use this optional phrase to make thet opic you
are adding the alias of another topic. Provide the title and qualifier of the topic you want
the alias to be based on. See Appendix A for a further definition of ALIAS.

[FORM {'Y'| N} Use this optional phrase with the value "Y' to designate t  his topic as
a Note Form.
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Add Topic Command examples:
@ @add topic ‘A Simple Topic' group ‘demogrpl’

@ @add topic 'A Sample Topic' ‘acctng’
group ‘finance'
owner restrict 'y'

@ @add topic 'Another Sample Topic'
group ‘'marketing’
book 'y' private text 'y’
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Modify Topic Command

This command is used to change the profile of an existing topic. Most attributes are available
for modification.

Omitting any optional phrase within this command will cause the attribute the phrase affects
to remain unchanged.

@@MOD TOPIC topictitle-ga [qualifier-ga]

[GROUP group-id-ga]

[RENAME new-topic-title-qa [new-qualifier-qaj ]

[BOOK {'Y'|'N'}]

[OWNER RESTRICT {'Y'|'N'}]

[READ PROTECT {'Y'|'N'}]

[PRIVATE TEXT {'Y'|'N'}]

[ALIAS OF topictitle-ga [qualifier-qa] | NOT ALIAS]
[FORM {'Y'|'N'}]

@@MODOPIC Begins the Modify Topic command.
topic-title-qa  Specifies the title of the topic to be modified.

[ qualifier-qa]  Specifies the qualifier of the topic to be modified. Together, the title and
qualifier uniquely identify a topic. If the target topic has a qualifier, this value is
required.

[GROUP group-id-qa] Include this phrase if you want to move the topic to a new group.
Omitting this phrase will leave the topicOs group unchanged.

[RENAME new-topic-title-qa [ new-qualifier-qal] This optional phrase allows you to
change the topicOs title and/or qualifier by providing a new title and/or qualifier. The
existing title and qualifier will be completely replaced by the new title and qualifier. This
means that to change a title and keep the existing qualifier, you need to specify the new
title and the existing qu alifier. If you wish to remove a qualifier then do not specify a
qualifier in this command. Omitting this phrase will leave the topicOs title and qualifier
unchanged.

[BOOK {'Y'|" N} Use this phrase with the option OYO to make the topic a book. Use it
with option ONO to remove book status from the topic. Omitting this phrase will leave the
topicOs book status unchanged. See Appendix A for a further definition of BOOK.

[OWNER RESTRICT {'Y'|' N} Setting Owner Restrict to OYO will prevent this topic from
being included as a subtopic under any topics outside its group. Setting it to ONO will
remove any existing owner restriction. Omitting this phrase will leave the topicOs owner
restrict status unchanged.

[READ PROTECT {'Y'| NJ] Setting Read Protec t to OYO will require users to have special
authorization to read the topic. Setting it to ONO will remove any existing read protection.
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Omitting this phrase will leave the topicOs read protect status unchanged. This restriction
is not currently enforce d.

[PRIVATE TEXT {'Y"| N} Use this phrase with the option OYO to prevent the topic from
having aliases. Use it with option ONO to remove any existing alias restriction. Omitting
this phrase will leave the topicOs private status unchanged. See Appendi x A for a further
definition of ALIAS.

[ALIAS OF topic-title-qa [ qualifier-qa]l| NOT ALIAS Use this optional phrase to
make the topic you are changing the alias of another topic. Provide the title and qualifier
of the topic you want the alias to be base d on. If the topic is already an alias, the NOT
ALIAS option can be used to remove its alias status. Omitting this phrase will leave the
topicOs alias status unchanged. See Appendix A for a further definition of ALIAS.

[FORM {Y'| N} Use this optional phrase with the value "Y' to designate this topic as
a Note Form.

Modify Topic Command examples:

@ @mod topic 'A Simple Topic'
rename 'A Simple Book' ‘with qual’
book 'Y

@ @mod topic 'A Sample Topic' group 'newgroup’
owner restrict 'y'

Add Text Command

This command allows you to add text to a topic or note. For this command to be successful, the
target topic or note must already exist in the OLR/Server database. It may have been added
via a previous command in the Command In put File, or it may have existed prior to the
current run of OLR Import/Export.

@QADD TEXT topic-title-ga [qualifier-ga]
[TOPIC | NOTE]
[LNSZ line-sizen]
[PGSZ pagesizen]
@QRTEXT
{ [QRDK]

[QRH]

[QeP]

[QRT]

textline-a }...
@QEND

@@ADDEXT Begins the Add Text command.
topic-title-qa  Specifies the title of the topic or note for which text is to be added.

[ qualifier-qa]  Specifies the qualifier of the topic or note for which text is to be added.
Together, the title and qualifier uniquely id  entify a topic or note. If the target object has a
qualifier, this value is required.

[ TOPIC | NOTE] Use this phrase to indicate whether the title provided is that of a topic or
a note. When the phrase is omitted, topic is assumed.

[LNSZ line-size-n] Use this optional phrase when you want the length of text lines for your
text to be less than the default line size of 72 characters. For text that will be displayed in
a window, the width of the window is based on the line size of the text.

OLR Import /Export will not reformat text lines to fit the line size of the text. Text lines
that are longer than the line size specified (or the default line size, if the LNSZ phrase is
omitted) will be truncated. Warning messages will be included in the Recycle F ile to
identify truncated lines.

[PGSZ page-size-n] Use this optional phrase when you want the display page size for your
text to be less than the default page size of 18 lines. For text that will be displayed in a
window, the height of the window is ba sed on the page size of the text.

@@TEX®BAnd @@ENDThese two keywords serve to delimit the text. The text to be stored
always starts with the next line of input following the @@  TEXT line. It ends with the line
preceding the @@END line, or when the nex t valid command is encountered. Each of
these keywords must appear on a line by itself, starting in column 1.
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text-line-a The text line can consist of any alpha -numeric string of characters, with the
following exception: OLR Import/Export will try to pr ocess as a command any line with
@@ in column 1.

text subcommands

The following subcommands can be used anywhere within the block of text (i.e., between
@@TEXT and @@END). A text subcommand applies to the line of text following the
subcommand. There can be more than one text subcommand associated with any given line of
text.

Like all @ @ keywords, text subcommands must start in column 1. Each subcommand must be
on a line by itself. If encountered in any other position on the line, it will be treated as part of
the text.

@@DK This subcommand will force a new page if encountered when fewer lines than the
established page size have been read in for the current page. If it is found where a display
break would have occurred anyway, it is ignored.

@@H This subcommand will cause the entire text line following it to be highlighted
whenever the text is displayed.

@@T Use this subcommand when creating a table to indicate the start of a section of table
entries. See Appendix A for a definition of TABLE.

@@P Use this subcommand when creating a table to indicate the start of a section of
normal text. Outside of a table, use a blank line or this subcommand to indicate the start of a
new paragraph. See Appendix A for a definition of PARAGRAPH.

word by word highl ighting

Use highlight indicators when you want to highlight only certain words within a line of text.
> designates the beginning of the string to be highlighted.

< designates the end of the string to be highlighted.

Examples:
as entered: as displayed:
word by>word<highlight word by word highlight
word by word<highlight word by word highlight
word by word>highlight word by word highlight

Note that the hig hlight indicators themselves are replaced by spaces when the text is
displayed. Also note that if you want the highlighting to begin at the beginning of a line, it is

not necessary to include the (egin highlight Gindicator. By the same token, if you wan t the
highlighting to extend all the way to the end of a line, the ~ @&nd highlight Gindicator is not
required.
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Text Clause example:

@ @add text 'about olr import/export' topic
@ @text

The Add Text Command

This is a sample of how text appears in the context of an>ADD TEXT command. Note that it can
contain any of the printable characters: |@#$%&*()+="2?/-_|". Even>keywords<such as @@text can
be part of the text as long as they do not start in column 1.

Blank lines are retained and
text can appear anywhere on the line.

A new page can be forced using @@DK at the head of a line.

This command causes th e text of a topic or note to be replaced with the text you provide. For
this command to be successful, the target topic or note must already exist in the OLR/Server
database, and it must already have text. The existing text will be entirely replaced by t he text
defined by this command.

[TOPIC | NOTE]
[LNSZ line-sizen]
[PGSZ pagesizen]

@@MODEXT Begins the Modify Text command.
topic-title-qa Specifies the title of the topic whose text is to be replaced.

[ qualifier-qa]  Specifies the qualifier of the topic or whose text is to be replaced. Together,
the title and qualifier uniquely identify a topic or note. If the target object has a qualifi er,
this is a required value.

[ TOPIC | NOTE] Use this phrase to indicate whether the title provided is that of a topic or
a note. When the phrase is omitted, topic is assumed.

[LNSZ line-size-n] Use this optional phrase when you want to change the length of text
lines for your text. Omitting this phrase will leave the line size unchanged. For text that
will be displayed in a window, the width of the window is based on the line size of the text.

OLR Import/Export will not re  format text lines to fit the line size of the text. Text lines
that are longer than the line size specified (or existing line size, if the LNSZ phrase is
omitted) will be truncated. Warning messages will be included in the Recycle File to
identify trunca ted lines.

[PGSZ page-size-n] Use this optional phrase when you want to change the display page
size for your text. Omitting this phrase will leave the page size unchanged. For text that
will be displayed in a window, the height of the window is based o  n the page size of the
text.

@@TEX®And @@ENDThese two keywords serve to delimit the text. The text to be stored
always starts with the next line of input following the @@  TEXT line. It ends with the line
preceding the @@END line, or when the next valid command is encountered. Each of
these keywords must appear on a line by itself, starting in column 1.
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text-line-a The text line can consist of any alpha -numeric string of characters, with the
following exception: OLR Import /Export will try to process as a command any line with
@@ in column 1.

text subcommands

For a discussion of the valid text subcommands and how to use them, see the description of the
ADD TEXT command.

word by word highlighting

For an explanation of w ord by word highlighting, see the description of the ADD TEXT
command.
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Define Tags Command

This command allows you to define a set of hypertext links, or 'tags' for a given topic or note. A
tag definition consists of a 'Tag -id' and an associated topic.

Before adding tags which refer to a topic, add the topics. The command will fail if the topic it
refers to is not found on the OLR Server.

With the DEFINE TAGS command, you define a list of tag  -ids and related topics. The tags
you define will append to any existing tags for the topic or note.

When the WITH TAGS phrase is included, the topicOs tags are downloaded and a DEFINE
TAGS command is generated.

When using this command, there are several options of the SET command that can affect the
way your printed output will look. See Chapter 2 of this guide GCcomponents of the Commands
File Ofor a discussion of SET command options.

Using the FRAME option, your text will be presented as an online user would see it, in
screen size units with each  GcreenOsurrounded by a frame. OLR Import/Export will fit as
many full frames as possible on each page, based on the LINECT you specified in the most
recent Set Command.

The FLOW option will cause your text to be presented in a more conventional manner,

with pa ge breaks occurring when a page is full based on the LINECT you specified in the
most recent Set Command.

The FLOW option will cause your text to be presented in a more conventional manner,
with page breaks occurring when a page is full based on the LINECT you specified in the
most recent Set Command.

Print Outline Command

This command is used to print an outline from the OLR/Server database.

If you choose to print an outline with text, you may specify what levels of topics will be printed
on new pages using the PAGE BREAK LEVEL option. The default is continuous printing.

An option is also available if you wish to use DJDE print control characters. DJDE is a special
print option that may be available at your site . It allows you to control the format of a print
line (e.g. font, size of chapter or section titles). Special DJDE parameters will need to be coded
in front of the print output file.

When using this command, there are several options of the SET commandt hat can affect the
way your printed output will look. See Chapter 2 of this guide GCcomponents of the Commands
File Ofor a discussion of SET command options.

Using the FRAME option, your text will be presented as an online user would see it, in
screen-size units with each GcreenOsurrounded by a frame. OLR Import/Export will fit as
many full frames as possible on each page, based on the LINECT specified inth e most
recent Set Command. (If a page break level is set, certain topics will appear on new
pages.)

The FLOW option will cause your text to be presented in a more conventional manner,

with page breaks occurring when a page is full based on the LINECT you specified in the
most recent Set Command. (If a page break level is set, certain topics will appear on new
pages.)

[PAGE BREAK LEVEL page-break-level-n] If you are printing an outline with text in flow
format, you may use this option to specify a level in the outline down to which topics will
be printed on new pages. The topic you are printing an outline of is always at level 1. The
default is continuous printing.
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As an example, if you wish to have new pages for all subtopics at, say, the thirdlev el in
your outline, but not for topics indented further in the outline (levels 4, 5, etc.), set the

page break level to 3. Automatically, topics at levels 1 and 2 will also get their own pages
(unless they lack text).

[DIJDE]  Consult your system administr ator if your site supports Dynamic Job Description

Entry (DJDE) printing. When printing an outline with text, DJDE allows you to have
titles and subtitles printed in tailored formats (e.g. character font, size).

If DJDE is available and you choose to u se it with FLOW format, DIJDE control characters
will be inserted in the second print position of each printed line. The first print position is
reserved for carriage control characters; regular text characters will start in the third
position. If ODIDEds not specified, no DIJDE control characters will be inserted in the
print data.

In the print output file, for topic title headings, the DIDE control character will be the

level of the topic in the outline, up to a maximum level of 5. For levels beyond |  evel 5, the
DJDE control character will be a space. For each line in the table of contents and the body
of the text, the DJDE control character will be a space.

For the printer to recognize these DJDE control characters in the print output file, user -
specified DJDE parameters need to be coded. A file which contains these DJDE
parameters with the correct syntax should be concatenated in front of the printed output

file in the JCL.

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Print Note Command

This command is used to print a single note from the OLR/Server database.

When using this command, there are several options of th e SET command that can affect the
way your printed output will look. See Chapter 2 of this guide GCcomponents of the Commands
File Ofor a discussion of SET command options.

This command is used to delete a topic from the OLR/Server database.

When a topic is deleted, it is removed from the database along with its text and any notes
connected to it. It is also dropped from any outlines it appeared in.

If a topic has any aliases or is connected to any Help Links, deletion is not allowed.

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Delete Text Command

This command is used to delete the text of a topic or note.

Deleting the text does not cause the topic or note itself to be deleted. To delete the object
together with its text, see the DELETE TOPIC command or the DELETE NOTE command.

@@DELETEEXT begins the Delete Text command.

topic-title-qa specifies the title of the topic or note whose text is to be deleted.

Together, the title and qualifier uniquely identify a topic or note. If the target object has a

qualifier, this value is required.

[ TOPIC | NOTE] Use this phrase to indicate whether the title provided is that of a topic or
a note. When the ph rase is omitted, topic is assumed.

This command is used to delete a note from the OLR/Server database.

When a note is deleted, itis removed from the database along with its text. If the note is
protected, t he delete will fail.

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Delete All Notes Command

This command is used to delete all (or purge) notes from the OLR/Server database. Notes can
be deleted by Group or by topic, or by Group and topic.

When a note is deleted, itis removed from the database along withi ts text. If a note is
protected, it will not be deleted.

[COPY ONLY]

@@DELETRLL NOTES Begins the Delete All Notes command.

[TOPIC topic-title-qa [ qualifier-qal] Use this phrase to limit the delete to notes for a
particular topic. Use it together with the GROUP phrase to limit the delete to only those
notes for a particular topic that are in a particular Group.

If the GROUP phrase is not used, the TOPI C phrase is required.

[GROUP group-id-qa] Use this phrase to limit the delete to notes in a particular Group.
Use it together with the TOPIC phrase to limit the delete to only those notes in the Group
that apply to a particular topic.

If the TOPIC phras e is not used, the GROUP phrase is required.

[DATE mm/dd/yy-n] Use this optional phrase to make the delete date sensitive. When

DATE criteria is provided, only notes that have  not been changed since the date specified
will be deleted.

[COPY ONLY] When this phrase is used, notes satisfying the delete criteria will be copied
(along with their text) rather than deleted.

This pre -purge mode is very useful for creating an archival copy of notes to be deleted. It
is also useful as a way of identifying which notes would be deleted by a particular request
without actually deleting them.

To use the COPY ONLY feature, include a request with a COPY ONLY phrase in a
separate run of OLR Import/Export prior to a purge. If a request with a COPY ONLY
phrase is included in the same run as the same request without a COPY ONLY request,
the notes will be purged before the copy can be processed.

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Delete Orphan Keywords Command

This command helps you to clean and maintain the Keyword Master List. This command
deletes orphan keywords (keywords that are not currently linked to any topic or note) from the
Keyword Master List.

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Delete Help Command

This command is used to delete a Help Link from the OLR/Server database.
Deleting a Help Link does not cause the topic associated with it to be deleted.

If a Help Link is being used as a Base H elp Link, or is a first -level Help Link with extended
help, deletion is not allowed.

The second appearance of Topic | constitutes a circular reference.

A topic that is not a book, is not connected to any Help Links, and is
not included in any outlines.

A body of text with a title that comments on a particular topic in the
OLR System.

A link between a value in a field o n your application screen and a topic
in the OLR System.

A list of notes for a particular topic that is accessed via note link from
your application screen.

Appendix B The OLR Import/Export Job

Overview

The OLR Import/Export job processes your Command Input in four separate steps:

Command processor, Import facility.

This step executes program DBXIX000 to perform syntax processing for all commands. Import
and delete commands are processed, and requests are generated for Copy and Print
commands. Error messages are written to the RECYCLE file.

Print facility.

This step executes program DBXIX100 to process the Print Requests generated in the previous
step. Error messages are written to the REPORT file. Requested print output is written to
the PRINTO1 and PRINTO2 files.

Sort.!

Copy Requests generated in the first step are sorted in order to eliminate duplicates, and to
ensure that the requests are processed in the most efficient way.

Export facility.

This step executes program DBXIX110 to process the Copy Requests generated in the first
step. Error messages are written to the REPORT file. Requested data from the OLR/Server
database is written to the COPY file.

Files used:

Job Submission JCL File

You do not need to understand job control language (JCL) to use OLR Import/Export. There
are many ways to set up the JCL statements whi ch are used to submit your OLR
Import/Export jobs. Consult a member of your technical support staff for more about practices
and options at your site if you are not familiar with JCL. Once you have a set of JCL set up for
your use, you will not normally need to change it.

Command Input File

To run OLR Import/Export, first create a data file using your local text editor. This Command
Input File contains the commands (described in the earlier chapters of this manual) which will
direct OLR Import/Export to perform various tasks. When you run OLR Import/Export, this

file will be scanned in sequence and each valid command will be acted upon. Your JCL refers
to this file as COMMAND
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Report File.

Each time you execute OLR Import/Export, scan this report after the job has finished to view

the results of the run. The first part of the report will tell you which commands were

processed successfully. The second part provides a summary of all commands processed. Your
JCL refers to this output file as REPORT .

If the Report File indicates there were errors in the run, scan the Recycle File described below
to find out exactly where the errors occurred.

Recycle File.

Each line of your Command Input File is copied to the Recycle File as it is read by OLR
Import/Export. If a command contains an error in the way it is stated (a syntax error),

additional lines con taining diagnostic information are inserted following the line in which the

error was detected. When the job finishes, scan this file to see which commands need to be
corrected and resubmitted on the next run. Your JCL refers to this output file as RECYC LE.

If you wish, you can edit this file and then use it as the Command Input File for the next run.

The informational/error diagnostic lines inserted by OLR Import/Export do not need to be

deleted. They will be ignored upon input and will not be copied  to the recycle file produced for
the next run.

Copy File.

If your Command Input File contains one or more COPY statements which execute
successfully, this file will contain the requested data from the OLR/Server database. Your JCL
refers to this output file as COPY .

The requested data is generated by OLR Import/Export in the form of a series of ADD
commands. For example, if you submit a COPY TEXT command to copy the text for a topic,
the requested tex t is placed in the COPY file already imbedded in an ADD TEXT command.
You can edit the text or the command and then use the file as the Command Input File for the
next run. Update the same database you exported the data from, or move it to another
database.

Print Files"

If your Command Input File contains one or more PRINT statements which execute
successfully, these files will contain the requested hard copy output from the OLR/Server
database. Your JCL refers to these output filesas PRINTO1 and PRINTO2 .

The OLR Import/Export Print Facility gives you the option of requesting that your printed
output be generated with or without Carriage Control characters. Printed output with
Carriage Control characters will be placed inthe  PRINTO1 file. Printed output without
Carriage Control characters will be placed in the  PRINTO02 file.

Appendix C Messages and Codes
Background

OLR Import/Export performs error diagnosis at two levels. First, as your commands are being
read from the Command Input file, each is checked for correctness  of syntax. Any command
which fails this initial screening is immediately rejected, an @ @ERR error message is inserted
into the Recycle File at the point where the error was first discovered. These Gyntax errors O
indicate why the system is unable to inte rpret the command as written.

Syntax errors appear as @@ERR lines.

Import commands which pass the syntax check is passed to OLR/Server to be executed
immediately. At this point, the second level of error diagnosis gains control. If a failure occurs
in this phase, an @ @ERR error message is added to the Recycle File, followed by any
OLR/Server messages which indicate why the action could not be performed. Processing
continues with the next command.

If you are encountering a problem with one or more of  your input commands, it may help to
consider the following hints:

1. A syntax error will sometimes go undetected until the very end of the statement. This
situation occurs because it is frequently difficult to detect that something is missing until
the end of the statement is located.

2. Errors tend to be cumulative in their effect. When one statement fails, others which are
downstream from it may also fail, given that the action called for in the earlier statement
has not been performed. When faced wi th numerous errors, try resolving only the first
one or two. The rest may then go away by themselves.
